Important personal documents

documents such as your:

a passport

need some basic items of furniture, such as:

alamp

a mirror

a fridge.
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national insurance number
cheque book, bank and credit cards
benefit book

address book.

Other household essentials

Even if you're moving into a furnished flat, you'll
probably need to supply your own kitchen
equipment and other household essentials:
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pots and pans

cutlery

mugs and plates

a kettle

a toaster

other kitchen utensils

bedding (pillow, duvet, pillowcases and
duvet cover)

towels

radio, CD player, TV, etc.
